Macquarie Southern Cross Media (MSCM) has announced today that high definition television will be
available to regional viewers of Southern Cross Ten who currently receive our high definition (HD) service in New
South Wales, Queensland, Victoria and the ACT for the first time from 2 July, 2009.

MSCM'’s Southern Cross Ten network will launch ONE HD to regional viewers who receive our HD service in these
three states subject to digital coverage. Viewers will require a HD set top box or television to receive ONE HD.
ONE HD will be broadcast on Channel 50 which should be tuned in to the television sets of all viewers with a HD
Set Top Box or built in tuner.

ONE HD is the only free to air channel devoted solely to sport, 24 hours a day, every day of the week.

Macquarie Southern Cross Media’s Chief Executive Officer, Rhys Holleran, said “We are thrilled to be able to bring
ONE HD to our regional viewers who currently receive our HD service in New South Wales, Queensland, Victoria
and the ACT.
