When you have registered you will receive a Macquarie 
Access Code (MAC) and a:

■■ �password – to access your accounts online through 
transact@macquarie

■■ ��PIN – to access your accounts over the phone through 
Macquarie PhoneLink.

If you have a Macquarie account, but have not received 
a MAC, a password or a PIN, simply complete the 
registration form and mail it to us. 

For security reasons your MAC, password and PIN will be 
sent separately.

1 	 Access your account information 

With transact@macquarie you can:
■■ confirm your account details 
■■ check your account balance
■■ access your transaction history
■■ �check how much interest you have earned over the past 

financial year
■■ �keep track of your inflows and outflows.

2 	 Access your statements online

transact@macquarie gives you the ability to view and 
print historical account statements and for CMA, order 
statements for your account. Online statements are:

■■ �free
■■ available within two to three days after the end of the 

statement period
■■ �fast to download
■■ �available online for up to two years 
■■ �accessible 24/7.

3 	 Access audit letters online*

You can request audit letters on your account. Audit letters 
can be particularly useful at tax time. They contain details 
of the:

■■ �account balance 
■■ �interest paid
■■ �interest accrued. 

They can be requested with a start date as far back as 
36 months for any period you choose.

4 	 Manage your account information

transact@macquarie allows you to:
■■ update your contact details
■■ �access forms to change your account details

■■ �change your password or PIN.

5 	� Pay bills using Bpay® and periodic payments*

You can use Bpay to pay a wide range of bills and expenses. 
You can even set the date of when you want your bill to 
be paid.

To help manage your cashflow you can also set up regular 
periodic payments to be made from your account (for example, 
to pay your mortgage or other everyday expenses).

6 	 Tax payments*

You can make tax payments to the Australian Taxation 
Office in advance as one off, or periodic payment. You can 
also authorise your stockbroker or adviser to make these 
payments on your behalf.

7 	 View direct debits* 
As part of your overall investment strategy, direct debits 
can be a useful tool to increase your funds. You can set up 
automatic regular deposits into your Macquarie CMA from 
an existing bank account. You can also arrange to have your 
salary directly credited into your Macquarie CMA.

8 	 View your pending transactions*

transact@macquarie allows you to view and amend any 
pending transactions you have made including:

■■ funds transfers
■■ Bpay® transactions (CMA only)
■■ direct debits.
